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ASAHIKAWA CITY TAISETSU CRYSTAL HALL
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Asahikawa City Taisetsu Crystal Hall, opened in 1993, consists of a museum, a
concert hall and an international conference hall. It is equipped with facilities to
accommodate various events.

The shoebox-type concert hall with plenty of wood places important for good
acoustics is known by the recording of a CD album by Mr. Hikari Oe.

The international conference hall has a main conference room accommodating up to
300 people, a reception room with a capacity of 150 people for various ceremonies,
four conference rooms, and a special room.
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ASAHIKAWA CIVIC CULTURE HALL
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Located in the center of the City, this Hall consists of a large hall with 1,548 seats (of which
two are dedicated for wheelchair users), a small hall with 318 seats, a 598m? exhibition room
